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PART A: COMPREHENSIVE POLICING

High Visibility Policing

High Visibility Policing Initiatives are part of the Transit Police’s comprehensive policing strategy
and assists the Transit Police in addressing both real and perceived concerns relating to safety
and security on the transit system and surrounding neighbourhoods. This highly visible and
proactive approach not only enhances communication with transit riders, but enhances
education and prevention relating to fare compliance and security measures.

In 2009, Transit Police conducted 2,144 High Visibility Policing Initiatives and checked over
468,000 transit riders, with 2.9% of all riders checked being issued Violation Tickets (VTs). The
cumulative 2009 result is impacted by Initiatives conducted along the Canada Line, which ranked
high on the number of riders checked, but low on the percentage of riders who are issued VTs —
only 1%. Whereas, the combined Expo Lines, Millennium Lines, CMBC, SeaBus and West Coast
Express had 4% of riders issued VTs (ranged from 2%-4%). Further 2009 information is provided
in the chart below, along with the results for the first month in 2010.

With sworn personnel ready for 2010 Winter Games deployment, Transit Police was able to give
greater attention to High Visibility Initiatives during January 2010, with a 33% increase in
Initiatives and 29% increase in persons checked. Station Attendants participated in 51% of the
January Initiatives, reflective of the ongoing cooperation and coordination between Transit
Police and transit personnel. Of particular note were the 17 warrant arrests arising from the
January Initiatives.

Intelligence Led

Operation Cooperation Project — In January 2010, a joint operations project took place between
Transit Police — Station Targeted Area Response (STAR) Team, Vancouver Police Department and
private security members of Operation Cooperation. The purpose of this project was to
determine the degree to which active criminals use the Canada Line to facilitate their criminal
activities and to arrest and charge whenever possible through the project. The short term
project focused on property crime in downtown Vancouver, primarily around the Vancouver
City Centre Station. Through crime analysis and intelligence, known offenders and hot spot
locations were targeted. Plain clothes officers, static surveillance and mobile patrols were
employed within the project. The Operational Cooperation Loss Prevention Officers also liaised
with their private security associates at key retailers along the downtown Canada Line. Ten
persons were arrested and charged as a result of the project (i.e., theft, possession of drugs,
breach of probation, fraud). The project was successful and demonstrated the effectiveness of
integrated strategies and partnerships.

Partnerships, Outreach and Community Safety

OnSide Program — In December, the second year of the On-Side program commenced, with two
groups of 6 students attending a Canucks game with a Transit Police Officer along with the I-
RAYL Supervisor (Inter-Regional At Risk Youth Link) and/or Youth Worker. The students selected
for these two games were from Surrey. The OnSide program is a proactive initiative that
develops support and asset building for at-risk youth by linking them with police officers
through sporting events. Generally, the Officers involved have found that over the course of the
evening, the students became more talkative and share their life circumstances. They often
express appreciation for the police officer wanting to develop a positive rapport with youth and
for having fun with them, a difference from perceived “enforcer” role. By partnering with IRAYL
the students can access support services, where needed. The OnSide program continues into
2010.

Vulnerable Persons — Part of the Transit Police work involves ensuring that persons in
vulnerable circumstances, whether environmental or due to their age or physical condition, are
protected. Transit Police and the TransLink family understand the need to work collaboratively
to provide safety for vulnerable persons (such as children, elderly, or persons with disabilities)
who are using the transit system. Below are some illustrations from recent months:
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A. The Transit Police attended Braid Station to assist a SkyTrain Attendant who was with an
elderly female who appeared lost. The female could not answer where she lived as she
was staying with her daughter and could not remember the address. The Transit Police
were eventually able to determine the name of the female’s niece, who attended the
Station to pick up her Aunt. [GV09-13744]

B. An elderly male and his grandson boarded a crowded SkyTrain at Metrotown. During
the trip, the male lost track of his grandson and disembarked the train at Commercial.
The male flagged down a SkyTrain Attendant, who in turn contacted Transit Police.
Through the aid of interpretative services, Transit Police Officers were able to determine
that the 5-year-old grandson had last been seen at the Metrotown SkyTrain Station. The
Officers were able to reunite the grandfather with his grandson, who was wandering
through Metrotown Mall when located by a civilian shopper. [GV09-14191]

C. The Transit Police were alerted to a female lying on the ground at Granville SkyTrain
Station. A witness advised the Transit Police that several members of the public had
come across the female and had called 911. The Officers noted a “medical alert”
bracelet on the female’s arm, which advised that the female suffers from epilepsy. The
Fire Department and Ambulance Service attended. The female was transported to
Children’s Hospital while the Transit Police determined her Next of Kin information and
contacted her mother. [GV09-13132]

D. A disoriented elderly male was observed by a SkyTrain Attendant who contacted the
Transit Police. The Transit Police attended Lougheed Station and spoke with the 96-
year-old male, who was extremely confused. Subsequent investigation by the Transit
Police determined the male’s identity and the location of his residence. The Transit
Police transported the male to his care home in Coquitlam. [GV09-13021]

Diversity — Transit Police now has 25 second languages spoken amongst its sworn and civilian
personnel. Given the diversity of the population with Metro Vancouver and the new Canada
Line linkage to Vancouver International Airport, this language capacity can be beneficial to
police incident response and community outreach, particularly during the 2010 Winter Games.
Some of the languages spoken include: French, Hindi, Punjabi, Spanish, Urdu, Japanese,
Cantonese, Tagalog and Korean.

Anti-Graffiti Awareness — In January, over 100 Canada Line Attendants and Supervisors were
given a Transit Police presentation on Transit Anti-Graffiti Strategy (TAGS). The presentation
explained about graffiti impact and prevention and focused on the strategy of “Observe It,
Report It and Remove It”.

Incidents
The following are some illustrations of the day-to-day work of Transit Police:

1. Warrant Arrest — The Transit Police were conducting fare checks onboard Canada Line
trains travelling between Waterfront and Yaletown Stations. A female with no fare was
removed from the train. Subsequent queries revealed that the female had a warrant for
Extortion (issued by Vancouver Police) that had a Canada-wide enforcement radius. The
female was placed under arrest by the Transit Police. [GV10-130]

2. Assault — The victim exited the SkyTrain at Burrard Station and was punched in the face
by a female who tried to steal his guitar case. The victim pushed the female assailant
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away, but was immediately knocked to the ground by the female’s two male
accomplices. All three suspects kicked the victim several times, causing cuts and bruising
to the victim’s face. The suspects fled on foot, and their description was immediately
relayed by Transit Police dispatch to Vancouver Police Department (VPD) dispatch. VPD
members located three persons matching the description of the suspects on board a
nearby bus. The Transit Police attended and took all three into custody. [GV09-14274]

3. Robbery — The male victim was riding on the same train as the two suspects, near the
end of SkyTrain service. As the train pulled into its final station, the suspects produced a
baseball bat and robbed the male of his headphones and I-POD. Both suspects then
exited the train. The victim alerted a Transit Police Officer, who was closing the Station
with a SkyTrain Attendant. The suspects attempted to escape by running down to the
lower concourse level; however, the metal chain gate had been lowered since the
Station was closed. The two suspects were prevented from leaving and had no other
means to exit the Station than to return to the platform level, where they were taken
into custody by Transit Police. Both suspects were charged with Robbery. [GV09-13568]

4. Stolen Property — While on patrol around Gateway Station, Transit Police noticed a
male sitting in a parked vehicle, drinking a can of beer. Officers determined that the
vehicle had been stolen overnight from Coquitlam. The male was found in possession of
numerous tools, and a quantity of Crystal Meth. The male was arrested for Possession of
Stolen Property. Subsequent queries revealed that the male had a Criminal Record
dating back to 1983 for various offences, including Possession of Property Obtained by
Crime. [GV09-12837]

5. Robbery — The victim and his friend were in the courtyard of Oakridge Shopping Center
when they were approached by the three suspects. The suspects demanded the victim’s
belongings and brandished a can of bear spray and an unopened folding knife. The
suspects fled and met up with two females. The group then boarded a Canada Line train
and headed to Bridgeport Station — where the Transit Police were waiting. The suspects
were taken into custody. A subsequent search located one can of bear spray, one can of
dog repellant, and one folding knife with a 5” blade. [GV09-13945]

6. Fraud — The Transit Police initiated a traffic stop of a vehicle near Braid Station.
Subsequent investigation revealed that the female passenger was in possession of
numerous fraudulent documents, including a fraudulent Alberta Driver’s Licence,
multiple credit cards, and a home-made postal key. The female was also in possession of
drug paraphernalia. Charges included: Impersonation, Possession of Stolen Property
(PSP), Possession of a Controlled Substance (CDSA) and Fraud. [GV09-14099]

Statistics

The total Transit Police incidents for the January 1 — December 31, 2009 period is 41,628 (see
Table 1). As Transit Police works in partnership with the jurisdictional police agency, these
incident statistics must be considered with jurisdictional police statistics in order to have an
accurate reflection of crime rates in any given jurisdiction.

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The total number of Transit Police files generated in 2009 has increased by 17% when compared
to 2008. Contributing to this change is an increase in the 2009 police officer strength as well as
the opening of the Canada Line in August, which expanded the area of Transit Police service
delivery (now regularly includes Richmond and District 4 of Vancouver). Furtherbreakdownand
analysisof Transit Police fileby Crime Categoryhas been provided iAppendix A(contains
Tables5to 13).

The total number of Provincial Statute Violations is up by 17%, from 22,815 incidents in 2008 to
26,723 incidents in 2009. This can be primarily attributed to the number of “Fare Paid Zone”
violations under the Transit Safety and Conduct Regulation, which increased by 19%, a result of
the organization’s 2009 emphasize on reassurance policing and High Visibility Policing Initiatives.

The number of Assist files has also increased by 14%, which is indicative of the strong
partnership between the Transit Police and jurisdictional police throughout the Lower Mainland.
These files include jurisdictional police officer requests for digital video footage from a transit
station or bus (CCTV bus initiative began rolling out by Coast Mountain Bus Company in 2009) to
aid in police investigations.

As presented in Table 2, the number of Street Checks conducted by Transit Police has increased
by 98% from 2008 compared to 2009. This can, in part, be attributed to the commitment to High
Visibility Initiatives and greater interaction with transit riders and public and better use of PRIME
to record information that may have Intel benefit. The total number of arrests (includes warrant
arrests) has increased by 12% when compared to the same period last year, with this being
attributable to increased “On View” arrests by Transit Police.

PART B: BUILDING CAPACITY

Security and 2010 Winter Games Preparedness Continues

Training — In December/2009 and January/2010, training continued for readiness for policing
during the Winter Games. Twenty-six Transit Police Officers were provided with training specific
to the West Coast Express safety protocols during the Games period. At this training, they also
met the contingent of Canadian Railway Police who will be working collaboratively with Transit
Police to provide safety and security of the West Coast Express and infrastructure. In addition,
the Transit Police Officers received orientation to the special radio-interoperability system put in
place for enhanced inter-agency communication while policing the West Coast Express line
during the Games period. Briefings were delivered to all personnel on operational policing plans
and support resources available during deployment. An Officer’s handbook was produced to
provide Members will a quick reference tool for emergency contacts and resource information
that the travelling public may be seeking (e.g., hospital address, consulate information,
pharmacies).

Situational Awareness Training — Transit Police delivered situational awareness/anti-terrorism
training to the SkyTrain, Canada Line and West Coast Express Attendants. The purpose of
training was two-fold: transit readiness for the 2010 Winter Games as well as ongoing security
enhancement of transit. There also were presentations on terrorism awareness, suspicious
behaviours and reporting protocols given to twenty-eight contract janitors for the Canada Line.

Police Facility Renovations

The second phase of 307 Columbia Street renovations is completed and the Transit Police is
awaiting final building inspection. This phase of renovations included: the updating and
expansion of the exhibit room, building a bicycle unit storage area, increasing the number of
female lockers, improving the Information Technology and quartermaster spaces, and adding
new interview and monitoring rooms. The New Westminster Fire Department has signed off on
the updated fire prevention systems and fire evacuation plan for the facility. The audio/video
recording system for the interview rooms will be installed incrementally, as the budget permits.

Crimes Against the Person

Collectively, Crimes against the Person have decreased by 7%, from 600 in 2008 to 557 in 2009.
Reported incidents of Assault are down in all categories (except for the category of Assault PO
w/ Weapon or CBH, which saw one incident in 2009 and no incidents in 2008). Similarly,
reported incidents of Robbery have decreased in all categories.

Reported incidents of Criminal Harassment have increased by 200%, from 4 reported incidents
in 2008 to 12 reported incidents in 2009.

Reported incidents of Sexual Assault are on the increase, up by 52% in 2009. The investigation
and prevention of sexual offences on the Transit system has been a focal point of the Transit
Police Crime Reduction Unit in 2009, and will remain a priority in 2010.

The total number of Property Crime occurrences reported to and investigated by Transit Police
has collectively increased by 8% since 2008. Notably, the number of reported incidents of
Mischief Under $5,000 has increased by 23%. Included in this category are incidents of graffiti
on Transit Property. The Transit Police Graffiti Section works proactively within an intelligence-
led policing model to combat this type of criminal activity on Transit property. A Transit Anti-
Graffiti Strategy (TAGS) is being promoted within the TransLink Family.

Notably, the number of Indecent Acts has decreased from 35 incidents in 2008 to 20 incidents in
2009 (a 43% decline).

The majority of CDSA files investigated by the Transit Police relate to Cannabis. Possession of
Cannabis and Possession of Cannabis Resin is down in all categories — except for Possession of
Cannabis Under 30G, of which reported incidents have increased from 633 files in 2008 to 742
files in 2009 (a 17% increase). Other notable increases include Possession of Heroin (up by
94%), and Possession of Methamphetamine (up by 57%). While reported incidents of Heroin and
Methamphetamine have increased, reported incidents of cocaine possession decreased by 28%.

Other Occurrences

Occurrences categorized as “Other” have collectively increased by 17%. There have been
increases in nearly all Traffic-related occurrences this year (47% increase in Traffic — Other
Moving Violations and 44% in Traffic — Other Non-Moving Violations) as the Transit Police actual
strength increased and Transit Police work includes addressing safety of areas around stations
and park & rides. There also is mobile patrol on the streets along the Canada Line corridor —
rolled out in summer 2009.
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Gang-related Intelligence files have increased by 330% (Gang Intel) and 225% (Motorcycle Gang
Intel), respectively. In 2009, the Transit Police created a dedicated Intel Officer position as well
as entering into a partnership with the Integrated Gang Task Force (IGTF) which has increased
intelligence sharing. All members of the Transit Police are committed to combating gang activity
on and around Transit property.

The number of Threat Assessment (TAU) files has increased in all categories, complemented by
an increase in Suspicious Occurrence/Person/Vehicle files. Through close liaison with the
Integrated National Security Enforcement Team (INSET), Transit Police closely monitor
suspicious activity related to the transit system and at/around Transit property.
